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The Lessons and Implications of the Cooperation in the Environmental

Abstract: The cooperation in the environmental protection of the regional seas has been the most suc-
cessful in the global marine environmental protection cooperation. The Belt and Road countries involve
eighteen regional seas, which have agreed on 71 treaties so far, Under the promotion of the UNEP, the co-
operation in the environmental protection of the regional seas has formulated a series of successful modes,
mechanisms and principles which should be recommended for the other regional seas including the South
China Sea. China should use her regional influence to negotiate treaties of regional marine environmental
protection and establish related platforms and promote the coordination in regulation and law enforcement
with other states.
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
