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Abstract: The draft of the Civil Codes property rights chapter (the second draft) makes systematic efforts in the securi-
ty property rights system, but it is obviously of little value to the codification for the Civil Code. For the future seven— chapter
Civil Code, the systematization of security property rights system in the property rights chapter will cover that of the security
system, which means that “general regulations “on the security property rights system contain common rules of creditor’s

rights for security. The systematization of security property rights system needs to improve and revise the “general regulations”

on security property rights in the property rights chapter. Firstly, make “the limited property guarantee system” the guar-

antor has rights to provide certain property as collateral better able to fill in the system gap in which the security connota-
tion is difficult to be contained by the current civil law theorys definition of security property rights and guaranty security. Sec-
ondly, make further extracts on the general rules about security property rights and add regulations, such as maximum security
property rights, realization of security property rights, validity of the fluidity security clause, concurrence of security property
rights. Finally, add the subordinate common regulations which include security property rights and guaranty security (the con-
sequences of invalid security and the effects on warranty liability to the debt transfer) and the common rules, such as the scope
of security and joint security.
