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On Normative Establishment of the Sea—+elated Provisions
in the Constitution of China

Abstract: The sea—related constitutional provisions are specific provisions of the Constitution governing
the constitutional seavelated relationship. The main expression model of foreign sea—velated constitutional
provisions is the model of state power, which includes territorial sovereignty model, resource sovereignty
model and jurisdiction model. Subject to elements such as the time of enacting the Constitution, geograph—
ical location, the situation of the sea, there are differences in the models and methods of expression of the
Constitution adopted by countries around the world. Under the background that the method of constitutional
interpretation hardly satisfies the requirement of protecting marine rights, China can adopt the constitutional
amendment to realize the aim of incorporating sea-related provisions into the Constitution. Influenced by
such factors as constitutional norms and constitutional structures, China should adopt an expression mode
combining territorial sovereignty and resource sovereignty, and reasonably determine its expression position,
content, method, thus forming China’ s sea—related constitutional provisions.
